D. L. Demydko. Humanitarian aspects of the state regulation of national identity policy in the context
of activation public safety of society

Along with with the socio-economic factors of state policy, the impact on the quality of humanitarian
development has a complex of motivations, ideas, national consciousness at the level of large social groups. The
most important condition and inexhaustible resource of humanitarian development is the civil identity of the
national-state community, it is based on a set of representations that are associated with the national-state ide-
ology, with obligations and rights in relation to other members of this community and to the state, which allows
the citizen to relate to them. National identity is part of the identity of the individual, which unites the person
with other persons with similar national-cultural features. Language, commonality of values, models of behav-
ior, cultural symbols, social memory are the basis on which the affiliation of a person to a nation is formed and
supported, and a mutual belonging to a nation. National identity includes the idea of uniqueness, its distinction
from other nations, the idea of mutual belonging to the nation.

The national principle underlies the distinction and identification of cultural and socio-political phe-
nomena, the functioning of the people, nation, national statehood, sovereignty, and national security are based
on national approaches. Today, the task of the science of state administration is the question of determining the
national identity and adapting its traditional forms to the present conditions, first of all, concerning the human-
itarian factors of national security of the state.

The humanitarian development of national identity is based on the growth of human capital, which
stimulates the socio-economic growth of ideas and technologies, as well as the formation of an institutional
environment capable of ensuring their effective implementation. In a sense, we can talk about the ideological
role of such a doctrine of national identity, which does not necessarily require its directivity and immutability. In
Ukrainian society, the doctrine of identity is constantly revised and criticized by all individuals of state policy.
Instead, in societies of a different kind — based on authoritarianism, violence, inviolable tradition or ideocra-
cy — the doctrine of national identity remains relatively stable, and only the means of its implementation vary.

The state policy of national identity is a complex set of mechanisms of state regulation on public opinion
and national security. The subject matter of the state policy of national identity forms those spheres of public life,
which functionally relate to the reproduction of national security. The importance of the state policy of national
identity among other spheres of public administration and state policy including is determined by functions
that perform the mechanism of national identification in the system of social organization and self-regulation.
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National identity is always associated with a set of social values and norms that the individual recognizes and
supports as their own. National identity is characterized by a focus on the humanitarian idea and on interaction
with other members of society, with the ultimate goal of such action — the future of the country. The state is char-
acterized by an important factor in the development of the individual and acts as a generator of values that are
important as a guarantor for the realization of the humanitarian potential of the individual.

National and civic identity is a key factor in determining the vector of humanitarian development of the
state; it defines the set of characteristics on which the development of the nation depends. Under national iden-
tity, we mean the totality of social representations and practices associated with inclusion in a particular com-
munity, provided that this community can be characterized as a state. Under certain conditions, these identities
can act as a consolidating factor for the formation of a socially active group with signs of subjectivity based on
a certain state ideology.

Collective subjects in the humanitarian sphere are often nations and confessions, and the formation
and reproduction of these two types of identity has a dual basis: institutional and ideological. The first is due
to the fact that the humanitarian factors of the national and confessional communities are based on a certain
organization — state, church or founded in the form of cultural communication. The ideological basis of national
identity lies in the fact that the identification of the individual with this community is based on the assimilation
of the idea of a common origin, a collective mission, unifying values, and significant differences from other
communities of the same type.

There are important the national identity and its cultural, ideological and political representations, as
well as the institutional mechanisms that ensure its formation, preservation and transformation. The functioning
of these mechanisms and the reproduction of relevant ideas are the subject of state policy — the policy of identity,
which is mainly implemented in the humanitarian sphere, but is also an organic component of other policies-do-
mestic, foreign policy, socio-economic and security. The state policy of identity in relation to national security
carries out almost the same functions as the ideology of consciousness and humanitarian activity. National
identity acquires an exceptional significance in the face of the threat to national security as a socio-political
and state ideology.
