The New York Times Newsroom Survey Responses

Last summer The New York Times conducted a newsroom survey
asking what the newsroom of the future should look like. Nearly 200
people responded. The following is a compilation of responses that
represents some of the strongest themes.

Reporting and writing

There was a broad consensus throughout the responses that we are
doing too many dutiful 800-word stories and that we should do less
coverage of incremental news. Many people said we should do more
profiles, investigations and long-form narratives, as well as quick
explainers, lists and live blogs. Quite a few editors said they would
like to write occasionally, and several reporters said they would
appreciate a player-coach model.

Editing

Reporters said they wanted more helpful interaction with their
editors at the outset; less editing in the middle; and more attention to
presentation and promotion. There was much frustration about
stories being held because of print considerations. Several editors
and reporters said they would like to see a copy editing process that
was more responsive to the complexity of the story and the urgency
of the news.

Conversational tone

There was quite a bit of ambivalence about changing the tone or
sensibility of writing. Some were eager to try new voice and forms but
weren't quite sure how. Others said they were stymied by the backfield
or copy desk when they tried. Others still felt we should be very

cautious about making any such changes.
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Newsroom organization

There was wide agreement that separating print production is
crucial to fostering change in the newsroom. There was little
consensus, however, on structure. Lack of collaboration among the
desks was a top complaint. Several people advocated for less rigid
lines between being an editor and reporter.

Hiring, training and development

Several respondents said they were frustrated by a lack of
transparency in the hiring process, as well as a lack of diversity (in
race, gender and experience) in top positions. Some said they had
received little or no training in their years at The Times and saw too
few opportunities for career development.

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How far can you trust citizen journalism on the Internet?

As the BBC reports that it can receive up to 10,000pieces of user-
generated content on a single day, Vicky Baker looks at the increasing
need for verification and how propaganda and hoaxes have become
more prevalent.

“Mosul church survived 1,800 years but couldn’t survive Isis,”
tweeted the head of Human Rights Watch, Kenneth Roth, sharing a
now-deleted photo of a church in flames — purportedly in Irag. The
image had come from a seemingly reputable news source, and, with IS’s
assaults on Christians well known, it seemed legitimate — but there was
more to it than a quick glance in a Twitter timeline would show.

Internet sleuths quickly debunked it by doing a simple Google
«reverse image search» — a tool that enables users to see if the same
Image has been used anywhere on the web before. It turned out it had:
in Egypt, one year prior. By this time, it was too late for the Atlantic,
the Independent and the Times of India, who had all run the story.
Once the mistake came to light, many outlets retracted the item.

Google’s reverse image search is one of the most basic verification
techniques around and would have been a good first step. The
Guardian does it for every image sent in to its user-sourced Guardian
Witness platform (it gets round possible copyright infringements too).

Citizen journalism has come full circle. It came on to the scene as
a threat to journalists, a way to replace newsgatherers with something
more “authentic”. Now we are reliant on professionals again, and the
teams of specialists who are working behind the scenes at major news
organisations to sift out deception, propaganda and mistakes.

“There are hoaxers now, trying to trip you up,” Chris Hamilton,
social media editor for BBC News, told Index on Censorship
magazine. “We've seen events staged with online media coverage in

mind.”
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“There’s been evolution in the industry,” says Fergus Bell,
formerly international social media and User-generated content
(UGC) editor for Associated Press, and now working for Canada's
company that creates platforms to ease social media curation and
verification. “Before, social media desks didn't have very much
visibility in the newsroom. People didn't understand what they were
doing, but now UGC can make or break a story, or it is the story.”

Meanwhile, the traps are getting increasingly elaborate. In
September 2014, there was a short burst of Twitter activity after
hoaxers tried to spread news of an imaginary Isis attack on a chemical
plant in Centerville, Louisiana. Multiple Twitter, Facebook and Wik-
ipedia identities were created over more than a month. Then when the
moment hit, news stories appeared — from pieces on an imaginary
media outlet called Louisiana News to a fake CNN screen shot. But
ultimately, despite all the efforts, the hoaxers weren't quite clever
enough. An attack in Louisiana didn't take long to disprove.

But it’s not just the professionals and experts that need to be on high
alert, users also need to become more sceptical. Just because a tweet is
geotagged (i.e. with a place and date stamp), it doesn’t mean the sender
was on the spot or could be a credible witness. Google algorithms are

also fallible. At the moment, when you type “Syria hero boy” into
Google, the well-known hoax story of a boy saving a girl from gunfire
appears first as an original news piece, before the debunk.

Google has recently announced new plans to rank pages by
trustworthiness, using a model that will count incorrect information in a
story. It believes to have determined what is true and what is not based
on a huge vault of facts that it has been collating by trawling online
content with bots. “Facts the web unanimously agrees on are considered
a reasonable proxy for truth,” reported the New Scientist. This is an
interesting next step, although will clearly bring its own problems.
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And so the circle keeps on turning. UGC has given way to a
pressing need for keen eyesight and human verification, but the next
step could be handed over to the bots, be they Ukrainian hoaxers or
Google fact hunters.

Reporting research: using evidence for effective journalism

By Zita Evangeline Campbell & Line Lotveit

Researchers working for universities, governments or private
companies are doing vital investigation into issues — such as clean
water, food security and sexual health — that directly affect the
everyday life of people around the world. However they often
communicate the results only to other researchers.

Research findings can create powerful stories for news and
features that are directly relevant to audiences. This briefing offers
support and ideas on using research to create debates and inform
people of problems and possible solutions that can change or even

save their lives.
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What is development research?

Research asks questions and tests possible explanations and
solutions using systems for detailed investigation and analysis. One
important area of research seeks to produce evidence and new ideas
on issues that affect the growth and development of countries or
regions such as food security, economic growth and HIV/AIDS. It
seeks to understand the reasons behind problems like poverty,
exclusion, poor health, illiteracy and corruption.

The findings and recommendations of development research can
inform and influence a country’s national development plans and
policies, and inform the opinions and decisions of ordinary people.
Typically, the ultimate aim of this research is to improve the position
of the poorest in society and the poorer countries in the world.

Among those who carry out development research are:

o academics at universities

o researchers at research institutes

o postgraduate students (MPhil, PhD)

o international organizations and NGOs

o government institutions

o professionals who carry out evaluations

o public campaigners who gather data to

° support their cause

o transnational companies.

Why report research?

Development research is a rich resource which can be used to
create exciting stories which have impact:

Research can provide vital information for audiences. For
example, an article based on findings from an agricultural research
project on a new seed variety can inform extension workers about how
to improve the crop resilience, yield, and income of farmers.
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Research can provide the basis for effective reporting which
promotes accountability. For example, Ugandan reporter Semuju
Ibrahim used a research survey of 685 Ugandan women who nearly
died in childbirth to tell the story of one woman’s near miss during the
birth of her thirteenth child. He also interviewed government officials
about the research recommendations for reducing maternal deaths and
made their answers publicly available, helping to make them more
accountable.

Research can draw in new audiences and provoke responses
from policymakers. For example, a talk show broadcast by Radio
Gold in Ghana drew on research to ask how far education in Ghana
had reduced poverty. The subject encouraged a new group of
listeners — school pupils and students — to phone in. The resulting
debate prompted a member of parliament to call on the government
to fund educational reform.

Research can provide sound evidence and hard-hitting facts.
For example, research into the working conditions for young women
in wholesale shops in Jamaica revealed shopkeepers were in violation
of labour laws and human rights agreements. The findings provided
reliable material for a headline article on ‘Modern Day Slavery’. They
also provided the basis for lively radio debates on women’s rights that
drew in wide audiences.

o What mix of crops is optimal for food security in Sierra Leone?

o What explains the failures of current policies to improve the
living standards of the urban poor in Bangladesh?

o What is the relationship between land policy and human
development indicators in Tanzania?
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o What are the determinants and impact of migrant remittances in
Colombia?
